Commissioner Booker called the meeting to order and led the assembly in the Pledge of Allegiance

1. Discussion of proposed Ordinance #2020-11 - Amending the Township Zoning Ordinance to provide setbacks for emergency generators and to provide regulations therefore

After discussion of Commissioners, Staff and Public Comment, the Committee recommended Kevin Kochanski put together a redline version of Ordinance #2020-11 with changes to A., define front yard, and B., modify setbacks to accommodate smaller properties.
Public Participation

Baron Gemmer – Belongs in noise ordinance and DB limit should be set at property line or at cycle time.  Ordinance excludes portable generators, section C and F, only, relate to commercial generators, and setbacks should be less restrictive.
Sean Farhy - Block or fence in generator if in front yard. It is strictly a noise issue – the older they get the louder they get, Commissioner Farhy represents the most condensed Ward. 

2. Discussion of Ordinance #2020-13 – Amending Chapter 280, Zoning, of the Code of the Township of Radnor, revising fence height in the R-4 and R-5 (Residence) Districts
After discussion of Commissioners, Staff and Public Comment, the Committee recommended the Ordinance not be brought back for agenda.
